Learning intention: To read & understand poetry.
Spend some time looking through the poetry book you have been given, reading any poem that you like the look of!  Have a good look at the illustrations as well.  When you are ready, answer the questions.  Copy the learning intention and the title of the book on to the top of your page – don’t forget to write the date.
1. Is this an anthology, or are all the poems written by one poet?

2. Who did the illustrations?

3. How are the poems organised?  (Look at the index to find out). If they are not organised, how could you group them?

4. Which is your favourite poem in the book?

5. Copy out the first verse of your favourite poem – or all of it if it is short!

6. Find poems which have good rhymes.  Write down 6 or seven sets of rhymes which you think are good.

7. Can you find a poem which does not rhyme at all?  What is it called, and what page is it on?

8. Which illustration is the best in the book?  Have a go at drawing it yourself.

9. Do you like reading poetry?  Say why or why not.

10.  Choose a short poem from this book, and try to learn it ‘off by heart’.
