Children will have to be tested using sentences to ensure they get the correct homonym.  

Say some words aloud – some long e and some short e.  Can they hear the difference – show using arms wide apart or close together.  Bed, bead, teddy, men, mean, ten, tell, seat, set

Children to work in pairs to think of sentences to show which homonym they have.  These will be collated to create the test sentences.  Could use the laptops to type them up and look at how the laptop can be used as a dictionary.  (Double click word, right click for menu and select lookup.)

Alternatively check they can use a dictionary to select the correct homonym.

Group should produce a complete set of sentences for the groups’ spellings.
