	Present the book ‘What a Hullabaloo’ and elicit the children’s thoughts and feelings about the poems and the poems they chose to base their work on (paired talk and feedback).   

Show the class the official website for the book ‘What a Hullabaloo’ by Phillip Whittington, and refer to first few verses of ‘Nipper in Slipper’ DON’T REVEAL THE TITLE. Read the opening and give the class 2mins to discuss with their talk partner (to support their writing) what they think the poem could be about.  

Take feedback and model writing notes (based on the poem as an aid for the main activity) using the children’s ideas/inference/deductions.  
Explain that today’s task will be to read the poem, identify the language, poetic features (rhyme and pattern) and make brief notes.  


	Children to work in small groups/pairs to deduce information/ evidence from the poem and share their ideas.

The children must make notes based on their deductions.

  
	Catch up children = Display the poem for children to discuss and evaluate in pairs. They are to discuss what the poem is about based on their deduction skills.

Ext: To make brief notes related to their deductions.

More able/G&T = 

Children to read the poem with their talk partner. They are to make deductions based on what the poem is about and take notes to share with the class.

Ext: To identify and explain their favourite aspects of the poem and why.


	Recap on the L.O./S.C. and the importance of using ‘talk for writing’ methods to deduce information, ideas and evidence from the poem. 

Share children’s understanding of the poem related to the language and imagery created. 

What key features has the author (Phillip Whittington) included?

Which parts of the poem were your favourite and why?
