	Recap on the poetry work carried out yesterday and identifying the story revealed in the poem ‘Nipper and Slipper.’   

Show the class the official website for the book ‘What a Hullabaloo’ by Phillip Whittington, and refer to the additional poem (at the bottom of the author’s page) ‘The creatures that nursery rhymes fed me.’ 

Read the opening three verses and give each table (group) 3mins to discuss with their talk partner/group what freeze-frame they could do/show to set an image for the third verse. Refer to how an illustrator captures your imagination by producing a drawing/illustration of a character to tell an aspect of a poem/story.  

Take feedback and choose groups to model their freeze frame. Elicit children’s ideas (whole class) on what each character/child could be thinking and/or saying.  
Explain that today’s task will be to read the poem and produce a group freeze frame based on one part of the poem e.g. verse 5. They must use a whiteboard to record a descriptive sentence that they could be thinking/saying as their character in the poem.   


	Children to work in small groups/pairs to produce a group freeze frame.

The children must record a sentence based on their characters thoughts/feelings in the poem at the time of the ‘freeze’ stage.

  
	Catch up children =

Produce a small group freeze frame focused on a verse in the poem and record a sentence to describe their thoughts/feelings at that stage. 

Ext: Show their freeze frame and share their sentences in turn.

More able/G&T = 

Produce a small group freeze frame focused on a verse in the poem and record sentences to describe their thoughts/feelings at that stage. 

Ext: Show their freeze frame and share their sentences in turn.
	Recap on the L.O./S.C. 

Groups to share their work with the class. Teacher to stand behind each child in turn (holding up a wbd with a speech bubble drawn on it) to indicate when the child can share their recorded sentence/sentences.

Evaluate the work and identify how this can support the imagery of writing.
