	Recap on the poetry work carried out on Monday and Tuesday identifying the story revealed in the poem ‘Nipper in Slipper.’   

Show the class the official website for ‘What a Hullabaloo’ by Phillip Whittington, and refer to the additional poem (at the bottom of the author’s page) ‘The creatures that nursery rhymes fed me.’ 

Read the opening verse and ask the children to discuss with their talk partner/group what they could write about (in the style of the poem) linked to a similar childhood experience.   

Take feedback and evaluate their ideas. Read the rest of the poem and focus on the effectiveness of the author’s word choice. Ask the children to write an opening sentence/verse to their poem which is similar in style and theme to ‘The creatures that nursery rhymes fed me’. 

Select children to read their opening sentence/verses and model one on the board to evaluate. 

Explain that today’s task will be to plan a poem about their own childhood ‘hullabaloo’ experience, based on the poem ‘Nipper in slipper.’
	Children to work in small groups/pairs and independently to generate ideas and share experiences in preparation for planning/writing their poem.

The children must produce their plan/writing independently based on the poem ‘Nipper in Slipper’ This will be in preparation for the BIG write the following day.
