BIG WRITE


	Recap on the poetry work carried out yesterday to plan and write an opening verse/s relating to the children’s childhood ‘hullabaloo’ experiences based on the poem ‘Nipper in Slipper’   

Read through a couple of the verses written yesterday by one boy and one girl or alternately ask the children to read them. 

Focus on the poetic style and vocabulary choice and link this to the author’s. Ask the children to discuss with their talk partner/group what they liked about the poems and what could be included to develop their work. Remind the class that poems don’t need to rhyme because poetry allows the writer to adopt their own chosen style related to their chosen subject.  

Take feedback and ask the class to read and evaluate their own work from yesterday and think about how they could include their ‘accelerated learning’ ideas for inclusion.  Read the author’s poem to jog children’s imagination. 

Explain that today’s task will be to write a poem about their own childhood ‘hullabaloo’ experience, taken from yesterday’s lesson, based on the poem ‘Nipper in Slipper.’
	Children to work independently to write their poem in the 40 minute BIG WRITE allocated time.
