	· Key idea:  That text and graphics can be combined to communicate information.
	· INTRO- how the children a selection of greetings cards.  Discuss elements of design and point out elements such as graphics, pictures, fonts, captions and messages.

· Look at messages and how they are written. Ask children to think about cards that they could design and produce.

· GRP ACTIVITIES- Divide class into groups.  One at a time groups are to examine cards more closely.  They produce an annotated poster identifying interesting features.  

· Other groups design their own greeting card on Publisher in pairs.

· PLEN- what messages might you write in different cards?  What features can they remember are used on cards from the intro/MA?

· DIFF - MA- encourage them to import more pictures or to add more text to the message.  LA- will need support.  Encourage them that spelling is not important, and it is ore important to have a go at typing text.
	· Publisher

· Greetings cards.
	· Can the chil recognise key features of layout?

	· Technique:  to alter font type, size and colour for emphasis and effect.
	· INTRO- Type in a number of words, eg 'rainbow', 'grow', 'lean', 'high', 'low', 'stairs' and 'ghost'. 

· MAIN ACTIVITY - (20 mins experimenting) Show the class font editing features, such as how to change font type, size and colour. Ask the children to change the look of each word so that it reflects its meaning, eg placing each letter of 'rainbow' in a different colour, increasing the font size of each letter in 'grow'
· (15 mins)  Now explain to the chil that they will be creating a class book as part of the ICT project of Barnaby’s adventures.  Model how to write a title page for their project which will record Barnaby Bear’s adventures.  (linked to geog)

· Chil to make a title page for their newspaper and alter text for effect.
· Chil to save work.

· PLEN – get children to look at some children’s work and to comment positively on their use of font, size and colour.  Does the text make an impact?

· DIFF – MA, encourage them to be more adventurous with font/style choices.  LA- will need support with altering fonts.                 
	· Word processing programme.
	· Can the chil alter the look of text to create an effect?

	· key idea: that ICT can be used to improve text 

· technique: to amend text and save changes 
	· INTRO - in a piece of text using 'nice' as the only adjective. 

· Remind the class how to edit text by highlighting words and over-typing them. Demonstrate how to save work and give it a sensible name. 

· MAIN ACTIVITY - Ask the children to edit the text using more varied adjectives and to save their work. 

· PLEN – ask children to read out their alternative sentences.

· DIFF – MA- add text to prepared extract if they finish.  LA- support needed.
	· Pre-prepared text using ‘nice.’
	· Can the children amend text and save their work?

	· technique: to combine graphics and text
	· INTRO- Enter an extract from a children’s book but replace the full stops with the word ‘and’.  Discuss extract with the class and explain that the repeated use of ‘and’ make it repetitive and difficult to read.

· Next, demonstrate to the class how to locate, retrieve, insert and add a graphic into the piece of text. 

· MAIN ACTIVITY - Children are to edit text, changing the word ‘and’ and to add some clipart.
· PLEN – Ask chil to print out their work and compare it with original.

· DIFF – MA- to edit longer extract.  LA- to edit one/two sentences.
	· Pre-prepared differentiated text for each chil. 
	· Can the chil combine graphics and text?

	· technique: to use the shift key to type characters, such as question marks
	· INTRO - Enter a piece of text and replace all the punctuation marks with 'x'. 

· Discuss how authors use punctuation marks for effect and remind the class how to use the shift key to type upper case letters. Show them how the key can be used to type other characters. 

· MAIN ACTIVITY - Ask the children to replace each 'x' with the correct punctuation. Ask them to print out their work. 

· PLEN – chil share work with a partner.
· DIFF- MA – have longer piece of text to edit.  LA- support with reading.
	· Pre-prepared differentiated text.
	· Can the chil amend text using the correct key combinations?

	· technique:  to combine graphics and text to communicate information
	· INTRO - Explain to the class that they will be using techniques to produce a book about Barnaby’s adventures.  Ask class to recall what they have done so far.
· MAIN ACTIVITY - All children to return to saved title page from lesson 2 and record an adventure that Barnaby Bear went on.

· PLEN – choose some chil to share work with the class and explain how they produced it.

· DIFF – MA- to produce a more significant amount of text with numerous pictures or to write another different adventure. LA- will need support.
	· Title pages from lesson 2.
	· Can the chil combine graphics and text?


Most children will: combine graphics with text; use appropriate effects and re-size graphics 

Some children will not have made so much progress and will: combine graphics with text 

Some children will have progressed further and will: combine graphics with text; choose effects that match their purposes so that the graphics and text complement each other
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
