INTRODUCING ORDINALS IN ENGLISH

TOPIC: 

Ordinals (1st, 2nd 3rd)
AGE:


7-10 
years old.

MATERIALS: 
Olympic medals (Gold, Silver, and Bronze) made out of paper, board, foam board…  

Olympic podium (we can manage it just using chairs, boxes…) and the blackboard.

TIME: 

30-40 Minutes


The objective of the following activity is to introduce ordinals for non-native English students with an easy, relevant and attractive activity.

First of all we propose our students a topic to play the game (colours, animals, parts of the body, clothes....) .

When they (or you) choose the topic, it’s time to play!

Draw and colour a big Olympic podium on the blackboard and the positions (1st, 2nd and 3rd) in it and say the ordinals for the first time taking advantage of this occasion. Write the selected topic in the left-upper corner of the blackboard and the first initial of the related word below it. 

The children using this clue try guessing the word. The first pupil in doing it will be the gold medal. Then you continue with a new word (same topic) to decide the silver medal and finally the bronze medal.

We can do it two or three times with different topics and increasing the difficulty little by little.

At the end when the podium is ready you can arrange a “medal ceremony” giving the medals out to the winners what is usually the funniest part of the activity for the children.
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
