Learning intention: To multiply a two digit number by a one digit number.   Useful when you’re working with money - and lots of other things you do!

       36 x 4 = 

  Partition the number to make it easier: 36 = 30 + 4. So, to work it out, calculate  30 x 4, then 6 x 4, and add the answers together.
