WHOLE SCHOOL HARVEST ASSEMBLY

If each class would work something out for the service everyone could enjoy it, don’t you think? Well I have already worked something out for each class if they want to do something else is fine… I believe the whole school should be involved in this thanksgiving celebration and here are my ideas:

RECEPTION: They could sing a song that I know and goes with the tune of Twinkle Twinkle Little Star:

All the leaves are falling down, 
Orange, yellow, red, and brown. 
Falling softly as they do, 
Over me and over you. 
All the leaves are falling down, 
Orange, yellow, red, and brown. 

As they sing this, you can have the children slowly turn and twirl as they lower to the ground. 

Pushing my luck I could even say they could be dressed up in paper aprons decorated with lots of brown and green leaves.

REFLECTION AND PRAYER: Simon could pray thanking God for all the seasons we have etc.

YEAR ONE: They could talk about the 1st element: AIR

They could do a presentation about the importance of air for humans! They could do posters showing this and in the end there would be a couple of children who would read a poem about the air and how grateful we are because we can breath. Some ‘key chn’ could hold balloons among the group.

REFLECTION AND PRAYER: Think about those who cant breath as easily as we can either because air pollution or an illness. One child will then read/ do a prayer about it.

YEAR TWO: They would reflect on the importance of water. 

Miss Sargent: WHAT’S THE BEST THING TO DO WHEN WE ARE THIRSTY?

Chn to answer shouting: DRINK SOME FRESH WATER!!!

Some chn could bring their water guns (EMPTY) and Miss Sargent would interview them and talk about the fun we can have with water. They could be holding poster with pictures they cut and stuck on cards about people enjoying themselves in beaches, people drinking fresh water etc.

REFLECTION AND PRAYER: Think about those who can’t drink proper fresh and clean water. Thank God we have plenty here in our country and pray for those who don’t have it. Then a child would pray.

YEAR THREE: They will reflect on the importance of the earth (soil) and how vital it is to produce crops.

Chn to bring a few potted plants and scatter them around the front of the church as they say their poems = 3 chn saying 3 different poems about it.

Class and congregation to sing: ‘WE PLOUGH THE FIELDS AND SCATTER…’

REFLECTION AND PRAYER: For the produce we have around the world for the good land that can give us good food. Pray for those who don’t have anything decent to eat from the land.

YEAR FOUR: They would reflect on the importance of fire in all aspects: to keep us warm, to cook the food etc.

They could use DRAMA to perform a poem made by themselves to express how grateful we are because we can have and use this element. They could use gestures, mimes and sound effects to make it more interesting and different.

REFLECTION AND PRAYER: Pray interceding for those who cant afford to heat themselves over the winter months. Thanking God that we have and can afford it.

YEAR FIVE: Chn would explain the usefulness of the wood in everyday life. They could show how good it is to make chairs so we can sit when we are tired; or to hold pictures of loved ones to display around the house; or to make a bowl to serve food etc. (They could actually have these objects to represent what they will be saying about them)

They should then go on telling the importance of re-planting trees so they will keep on giving us wood to make thins as well as will keep helping purify the air. 

Child 1: WHAT COULD WE DO THEN?

Whole class answer: WE MUST PLANT AT LEAST ONE TREE IN OUR LIVES!

Child 2 : WE MUST ALSO THANK THE CARPENTER OF CARPENTERS FOR ALL THE TREES THAT HE MADE AND WE HAVE.

Everybody to sing ‘Carpenter, Carpenter’

REFLECTION AND PRAYER: One child to pray thanking God for the nature He created especially the trees and the wood we can have from them. Asking for God’s wisdom so we cannot take for granted what we have and not bother to take care of trees.

YEAR SIX: OVERALL THANKSGIVING

They would go over the five elements and perhaps make a poem with no more than 3 lines for each of the elements we reflected on.

Everyone to sing: GIVE THANKS
